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Just now, President Trump announced that he will increase the

previously announced Section 122 tariff from 10% to 15%—the highest

rate legally allowable under the law.

Give me the details: I assume the same timing of the tariff hike

holds as outlined in the Executive Order he signed yesterday,

stating:

The modifications shall be effective with respect to goods entered

for consumption, or withdrawn from warehouse for consumption,

on or after 12:01 a.m. eastern standard time on February 24, 2026,

and shall continue in effect through 12:01 a.m. eastern daylight time

on July 24, 2026, unless the surcharge imposed in this proclamation

is expressly suspended, modified, or terminated on an earlier date,

or unless the effective period of such surcharge is extended by an

Act of the Congress.

Take note: There are some exemptions—goods already subject to

Section 232 measures, CAFTA apparel, all USMCA-qualifying goods, and

certain agricultural items (not footwear)—but everything else, from

everywhere else, will see an added 15% tariff.
